Responsible Serving of Alcohol
It is our policy to refuse to serve alcohol to any passenger who we believe to be 

intoxicated.  

When the ship is at sea or in port we still abide by the UK legislation on 

smoking and alcohol age limits. Cigarettes, other tobacco goods and alcohol 

will not be sold to under 18’s. Beer, cider or wine may be bought for 16 and 

17 year olds to drink with their meal in the restaurants when accompanied by 

an adult, but they cannot drink alcohol in any of the bars. With this exception, 

we do not allow under 18’s to be in possession of alcohol and we do not allow 

adults to buy alcohol for anyone under 18 in any of the bars on board. We may 

therefore ask some passengers to verify their age with formal identifi cation.
