Brief History

Before the arrival of Europeans, Bayonne
was the home to Lenni Lenape Indians.
Dutch settiers amved in the 1600's after
the explorer, Henry Hudson, sailed past
the future site of Bayonne, and claimed
the area for the Netherlands. Bayonne was
known ariginally as Bergen Neck, located
south of the Dutch settlement of Bergen,
the predecessor of Jersey City. The area
came under British rule in 1664 after they
defeated the Dutch. Durng the American
Revolution, British and American forces
clashed at Fort Delancey In what is now
Bayonne.

Bayonne residents and their ancestors
moved to the city from many paris of the
world, During Colonial times and the first
century of the American Republic, the
Dutch, British, and Africans were the first
groups to arrive after the Indians, Subse-
quent waves of immigrants came from all
over Europe, especially betweenthe 1880°s
and the 1920's. In recent decades, Lalin
American, the Middle East, and Asian and
Pacific countries have also been sources
of immigration to Bayonne. Each group

Non-L1.S, Hesidants:

Staying longer than 72 hours in the U.S.
